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The mlnlmum graduation score is 24 credits, not including the master's
thesis.
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According to the provisions of the Yuan Ze University, Percentile Score
Method was used to evaluate the academic achievement of students,
whereas 100 marks is the full score, and 70 is the passing score for
master and doctoral graduate students.
